Upcoming Projects/September 2010

Bedmutha Industries is planning a 48,000 tonnes per annum hi-tech galvanising and a 42,000 tonnes per annum aluminium rods and conductors manufacturing project in Sinnar disctrict of Nashik, Maharashtra. Land is being developed. The project is scheduled to be completed in H2 2011.
Mars Power & Steel is planning a 30,000 tonnes per annum ferro alloy production project in Khapridih, in the district of Janjgir-Champa in Chhattisgarh. Land has been acquired. The project is waiting for environmental clearance. The completion

schedule of the project is yet to be finalised.
Steel Strips Wheels is planning a Rs. 600 million steel wheel rim production capacity expansion project in Oragadam, Sriperumbudur, district of  Kanchipuram in Tamil Nadu. The project is scheduled for completion in March 2011.
Agrawal Infrasteel is installing a 120,000 tonnes per annum rolling mill in Biladi, in the district of Raipur in Chhattisgarh. Clearances have been obtained. The project is scheduled to be completed in 2011
Ankit Metal & Power is implementing a Rs. 3,415.97 million 100,000 TPA sponge iron, a 100,000 TPA wire rod, a 59,400 TPA steel melting shop,and a 33MWWHR and AFBC based CPP in Jorehira, dist. Bankura, WB. Spectra Equipments- Medak, Armech Engineers- Noida, Arani Power Systems-Hyderabad and Siemens- Vadodara are the major equipment suppliers. Orders for machinery have been placed. Civil work is in progress. The sponge iron project is scheduled for completion in March 2011, the SMS & wire rod mill in April 2011 and the CPP in

August 2011.
Basai Steels&Power is implementing a 23MWcoal and WHR based CPP and a 2x15 T induction furnace to produce ingots in the Sidiginamola premises in dist.

Bellary, Karnataka. Cethar Vessels-Tiruchirappalli, Bharat Heavy Electricals- Hyderabad, and Concast - Mumbai are the major equipment suppliers.

Machinery is being erected. The project is scheduled to be commissioned in December 2010. The company is also planning to install a rolling mill in the same

location.
Corporate Ispat Alloys is implementing a steel production project in dist. Seraikela, Jharkhand. Civil work is in progress. Other details could not be ascertained.
Sanghvi Forging&Engineering is implementing a forging, pressing, stamping and roll-forming of metal, powder metallurgy production project in Waghodia, district
Vadodara, Gujarat. Orders for major equipment have been placed. Land acquisition is in progress. The project is scheduled to be commissioned in Q1 2012.
Shyam Ferrous is planning an integrated steel project in Devarapalli, Hindupur, district Anantapur, Andhra Pradesh. Equipment suppliers are yet to be finalized. The completion schedule is yet to be finalised.
Power Generation
DCWis implementing a 50 (2x25)MWcoal based CPP at Sahupuram, district Thoothukudi, Tamil Nadu. Civil work is under progress. The project is scheduled for completion in 2012.
East Coast Energy is implementing a 2-phase coal based power project, with 660x2 MW in each phase near Kakarapalli, Santhabommali, dist. Srikakulam, Andhra Pradesh. Equipment is imported from China. Civil work is under progress for phase-1 with completion scheduled in 2013. Phase-2 is in planning stage and

planned for completion in 18 months from zero date.
KJSL Coal & Power is implementing an 180 (3x60) MW coal based power plant using washery rejects at the existing Dhatura premises, district Korba, Chhattisgarh. Equipment suppliers have been appointed. The project is scheduled to be commissioned in 2012.
Seven Star Steels is implementing a 12 MW WHRB power project in district Jharsuguda, Orissa. Shriram EPC, Chennai is the turnkey contractor. The project is

planned for completion in 18 months from zero date.
Visa Power is implementing a 1200 (2x600) MW power project in district Raigarh, Chhattisgarh. Larsen & Toubro has been awarded the Rs. 16,100 million contract for execution of Balance of Plant (BOP) package on EPC basis.
